Science: theme book: The Seasons of a 

Tree; seasons; Fall; local weather pat-

terns; cloud; temperature; measuring

 For language, your child will complete 

two phonics sheets that will allow them to 

isolate the final sound of the provided pic-

ture to complete the word.  Then, they 

must rewrite the word on the line below 

the picture.  Please ensure your child is us-

ing proper handwriting techniques during 

this activity.  An additional sheet is at-

tached in which your child must find the 

initial sound to complete the animal name. 

 In math, your child will read the time  

on the analogue clock and complete the sen-

tences about time.  The second math sheet 

requires your child to follow verbal, ordinal 

directions and place the toys on the cor-

rect shelf. 

 In addition to these pages, please have 

your child read his/her individual baggie 

book to you.  Also, make a set of site words 

for your child (index cards work great) and 

review them nightly.  Our site words this 

week are : me, big, two, red, and –ing family 

words.
